		2026-27 MODULE AVAILABILITY LIST FOR INCOMING EXCHANGE STUDENTS

		→ Undergraduate-level students will usually study for 120 UK credits (60 ECTS) over the course of each academic year, which is considered full-time study. Students studying with us for only one semester will typically take between 40-60 credits (20-30 ECTS).
→ Generally, one UK credit equates to 10 hours of work so, for example, a 20-credit module will be about 200 hours of study on average – made up of timetabled classes/tutor contact time and self-directed independent study.
→ With effect from Autumn 2025, teaching on our undergraduate-level modules changed from year-long delivery to termly delivery in 10-week teaching blocks. 
→ Typically: Term 1 (Autumn Term) will begin at the end of September and will last until Christmas; Term 2 (Winter Term) will run from January to March; Term 3 (Spring Term) will run from April to June.
→ In each term, students will typically study 40 UK credits – 1x 40 credit module, or 2x 20 credit modules. 
→ Assessment will take place during or following the end of each teaching block unless otherwise indicated. 
→ Some modules require prior subject knowledge or other pre-requisites. Please check the 'Notes' column for more information.
→ Some modules require approval from the relevant Academic Division before an exchange student can be registered. These are denoted by a red fill in the 'Module Code' column, and additional information in the 'Notes' column.

For students studying with us in Semester 1 only, our LD5103: Academic English and British Culture (20cr) and LD5101: Intercultural Experiential Learning (20cr) modules will be offered outside of the standard Autumn Term teaching block – The majority of teaching will take place during September (before the Autumn Term begins). This will provide students with the opportunity to still obtain 60 UK credits for a Semester 1 mobility where required.

		PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING:

		→ LD5101 is compulsory for students on an ISEP exchange or from one of our partner universities in North America and Australia, and should be taken in the first term/semester of the exchange.
→ Availability may be limited on some modules, and places will be allocated on a 'first come, first served' basis where capped (subject to any pre-requisites and timetabling conflicts).
→ Places cannot be guaranteed on modules until the timetables have been released as this is dependent on availability and timetabling constraints. Timetables are normally released on 1st September.
→ We can only offer undergraduate modules which run at our Chester sites.
→ This course list may be subject to change as we are made aware of amendments by our academic divisions.
